The purpose of the visit was to gather information for the US State 
Dept as to how the humanitarian aid that had been sent there was 
being used as well as finding grounds for further cooperation with 
city public organizations in helping our medical institutions.  

They took the visitor to Kramatorsk hospitals, showed him how the 
received equipment was being used, and discussed urgent needs of 
city medical care system.  

At the end of his visit John Kachelman said, “I don’t know anything 
about medicine but I have 2 arms and 2 legs to load containers. And 
I also can arrange collecting humanitarian aid in the States. I’m 
thankful that this way my colleagues and I can help people”.  
 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



FOREIGN COUNTRIES ALREADY HELP US 
 

John Kachelman from America visited Kramatorsk on May 5. He came 
to the city on behalf of the US Dept of State to see how our medical 
doctors use equipment that came to hospitals in Kramatorsk as 
humanitarian aid.  

 
Sergei Dyomochka, the Chief Doctor of Trauma Dept of City Hospital #3 is talking to
John Kachelman about the needs of our health care system. 
 
While visiting the city, John Kachelman talked with Head Doctors, Chief Doctors 
of Departments who had already received gifts from abroad. Medical equipment 
received from the States had been used but was still in good condition.  
 
Church of Christ and City Association Motherland have been working together 
with American sponsors. According to Alexander Bukhantsov, Deputy Chairman 
of Motherland, the US Department of State puts together and pays shipping of 
the containers and the City Association takes care of Customs clearance and 
distribution of the equipment. 
 
Since May 2007, Kramatorsk has received 4 containers of humanitarian aid, 9 
tons each. One more is coming one of these days. Contents of containers include 
hospital furniture, wheelchairs, diagnostic and rehab equipment. 
 
John Kachelman, the Coordinator of humanitarian aid, visited hospitals looked at 
and even touched things that had been shipped. And he also asked doctors 
about other needs of medical care of Kramatorsk. 
 
Concluding his visit to the city hospitals, the American guest said that he was 
sincerely impressed with the ability of Ukrainian doctors to help people with their 
“bare hands” without necessary equipment. And he assured doctors of regular 
humanitarian shipments.

AMERICANS HAVE CHECKED WHERE HUMANITARIAN AID GOES 
 

May 5, the Coordinator for the humanitarian project through the US Department of State 
visited hospitals in Kramatorsk.  
 
Beginning May 2007, 
American churches of Christ 
have sent containers with 
humanitarian aid to 
Kramatorsk on regular basis, 
each conta ner being about 9 
tons. 
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Our city has been receiving used 
medical equipment from the 
USA, which is still usable, such as 
wheelchairs, crutches, hospital 
beds, gurneys, etc. Everything 
received has been claimed for. 
Kramatorsk church of Christ has 
given away humanitarian aid to 
people and city hospitals. City 
organization “Motherland” has 
helped the Kramatorsk church of Christ with Customs clearance, warehousing and 
transporting of the shipments.

Last week, the Coordinator of this humanitarian project by the USA Department of State, 
John Kachelman, arrived to Kramatorsk. The purpose of his visit was to check where 
humanitarian aid had gone and how it was used. May 5, together with Alexander 
Bukhantsov, the Deputy Chairman of the Motherland City Organization, Vladimir Paziy, 
preacher of the Kramatorsk church of Christ, and a group of journalists, John Kachelman 
visited Neurology and Trauma Department of City Hospital #3 as well as Surgical and 
Maternity Department of City Hospital #2. 
 
While visiting medical institutions of the city, John Kachelman looked and documented 
how humanitarian aid was used, talked with Head Doctors of departments to find out 
needs of Kramatorsk medical system so that the next container sent to Kramatorsk 
would have most needed items. Head Doctors of hospital departments will have to write 
applications stating what exactly they need. 
 
US Department of State pays shipping of containers from North America to Ukraine that 
is why being the Coordinator for the project John has to report to Department of State 
on all humanitarian aid that has been delivered thus far. 
 
Kachelman said that he has been working in this project since 1999 and had sent 74 
containers of humanitarian aid to Ukraine and other countries of the former USSR. 
Kramatorsk has received 4 containers and another one is planned for May, and 
according to John Kachelman this will not be the last one.
